.Bryce and Clemenceau Head the Gom-
mittee In London and
in Parls.

Gen. Count Tcherep-8piridovitch, Presi-
dent of the Slavonic Society, with head-
quarters at Moscow, Russia, addressed
several hundred Armenians last night at
Lyric Hall, Sixth Avenue and Forty-sec-
ond Street, upon conditlong in Armenia,
Macedonia, Albania, and Arabia, and
upon the advisability of forming a com-
mittee in America to arouse public opin-
fon against further Turkish dominion over
these States, particularly the Balkan
States named. '

He said that similar cominittees have
already been formed in London, whose

head was Clemenceau, now the French
Premier, and in Rome and several other
capitals. The battle cry of all these com-
mittees, as of the fifty-year-old Slavonic

slavery."”

such an international protest can be en-
gendered against Turkey’s further domin-
ion of the white Christian States that the

but that those countries must be free. lie

T went to the Peace Conference here
in New York. I asked that I be allowed
iI to speak, and advopcate some recommenda-
tion by the American Pcace Conference
to The Hague with reference te Turkish
rule over the white Christian States. I

was told that T was a soldier, and could’

. not speak. I was assured calmly that If I
‘would walt twenty years Mr. Carnegle’s
Hbrarfes and other peace works would
bring about such a regeneriated interna-
tional public opinion that Turkey would
herself give tu the Christians all the
freedom they would want. I told them
that I couldn't wait twenty days. The
Peace Conference was a lot of hypocritical
babblers. At once the Committee of De-
liverance’ cabled to Macedonia and Arabla

that nothing could be expected from the
American Peace Conference, Within a
few davs Macedonla was in revolution,
and then followed Arabia. Armenia will
soon be in arms. Albania is ready at any

moment."”’

At this announcement the Armenlang
present cheered and yelled some battle
cry. Gen. Spiridovitch lectured the Ar-
menlans for belng always divided by pet-

ty Trights among themselves. lle called
upon them to gt togrther und fight with
Greece and Albania and Arabin against
the common enemy. He said that the
four States named have over 20,000,000
people, whilee Turkey proper has only
J.000.000, and these, he went on, 4r¢ now
divided into two hostile rfactions which
miay be expected to engago iu civil strife
at any ume.

e thought that {f the Amerfcan peo-
ple generutly could be taught abuut the
crimnes practiced by the Turks upnan the
. white sitaves” under her heel they
would join in the move tor the deliver-
“ance of their Christian brothers. He told
the Armentans they could help along with
thut by serving as teachers every hour
uof the day. .
| “ While the present Czar of Russia,
"continued the General, *''might not doe-
“elare war fur the salvation of the Halkan
States, still, he would not ﬁ’"m‘i[ Ger-
many to save Turkey from d ssulution if
that were brought near by successful
revolutions of dependencies.”  He could
'proinise that authoritatively, he wsaid.

After he had made his sprech Gen,
' §pirideviteh told the reporters that his
afforts tn New York to enlist the symi_m-
thies of prominent men in the formation
'of a Pro-Macedonin-Armenia Committee
had been very successful, and that he
expected within two weeks at the latest
to announce the detalls of its organiza-
tion.

It was stated at the meeting that a
tund of about a million doilars would bhe
ratsed  in Amerlea for  the campaign
agalnst Turkey's continuance of ‘" white
glavery.”
